Michaela Boesche, Shannon Twiss, Teddi Grego, & Melissa Perez were introduced by Captain Jim Raiter of the Glencoe PD as the winners of the Counter Act Essay Contest winners.  Capt. Raiter explained the Counter Act program and its focus to the Council and the Contest winners read their essays.   The essays described the participant experience in the Counter Act program.

Old Business:

1. Mr. Harvey Mickolichek updated the Council on the progress of the swimming pool and informed them that the Pool Organization will not be requesting a loan from the City to complete the project.

New Business:

1. The Council reviewed Resolution 06-18: A resolution accepting a donation from Crow River Sno Pros Assoc.
A motion was made by Councilor Foss seconded by Councilor Wawrzyniak to approve Resolution 06-18.

2. Council reviewed a request from the Pola Czesky Committee to put on a fireworks display over the Pola Czesky days weekend.  Council directed Clerk Venier to research insurance issues and report back at the next meeting.

Department Business:

1. Liquor Store:  Councilor Wawrzyniak reported that the loss of $328.78 for the month of April was due to an audit expense of $2,123.55, a purchase of a new freezer $2,374.95 and the inclusion of March’s gas & electric in April expenses.  Councilor Wawrzyniak also noted that the Auditorium had a loss of $5,442.67 for the year through April.

2. Public Safety:  Councilor Fogarty reported the following:

a. Interviews for the full time officer position were conducted May 1st and 2nd by a three panel committee made up of Chief Hummel, the Lester Prairie Police Chief, a member of the Sheriff’s office.  Councilor Fogarty reported that he sat in on the interviews and he wasn’t sure the finalists selected were necessarily the best of those interviewed.

b. Chief Hummel has sent out packets to get background information on the two finalists for the Full Time Officer position.  Councilor Fogarty informed the Council that Chief Hummel did not want the Council to meet the candidates before approving a hire.  The Council directed Councilor Fogarty to make sure the candidates come to the next meeting as this is what the Council and Police Chief agreed on when the hiring process was discussed.

c. Reminded the Council that the Silver Lake Lions & the PD are putting on a bike rodeo on May 20th at Lakeside Elementary.

d. Councilor Fogarty reported that Chief Hummel has informed him that there are individuals interested in the Reserve program.

3. Public Works:  Councilor Johnson reviewed the following items concerning public works:

a. Public Works Supervisor Dale Kosek has been informed that flushing sanitary sewer mains is no longer considered preventative maintenance and the City will need to jet the lines instead.  He will be looking to get information on contracting for jetting services or possibly purchasing a used trailer jetter.

b. Reported that sewer repairs done on Grove were the responsibility of the homeowner and had been taken care of.

c. Reviewed results of the MPCA Annual Report indicating 2005 was a good year.

d. Reviewed a proposal for a study of the City’s Water System.  Representatives from SEH explained a proposal they had presented to do a comprehensive study of the current system and proposal for future growth needs.  This would be a separate study than the Water Treatment pilot study, which would only give information about the City’s treatment needs.  Clerk Venier & Public Works Supervisor Kosek reported that it should be a priority of the Council to examine the future needs of the City’s water system when moving forward with the Treatment Pilot study.

4. Community Development: Clerk Venier presented the following information regarding Community Development activities:

a. The Planning Commission is in the process of developing a long term Parks Plan and hopes to present the plan for Council consideration within six months.

b. Presented a list of Lifeguards for hire as recommended by Recreation Director Gary Kosek.
