Old Business:

1. Council considered Resolution 06-27: a compensation plan for 2007.  The resolution was tabled until the 12/18/06 regular meeting.

2. Council reviewed refunding options of GO bonds.  Clerk Venier recommended holding off on this item at this time; but if the Council wanted to look further at this he suggested having Mr. Eilertson of Northland Securities come out and explain how advanced refunding bonds work.

New Business:

1. Ray Bandas Jr. presented the City with a donation on behalf of the Knights of Columbus for the Aquatic Center.

2. Council began Chief Hummel’s annual review.  

a. Councilor Fogarty began the review rating Chief Hummel as needing improvement in most areas and began citing poor communication between Chief Hummel and himself.  Chief Hummel asked if the review meeting could be closed to finish his review because he didn’t think it was going well and he was feeling insulted.  After reviewing the open meeting laws Clerk Venier informed the Council that they could close the meeting to review an employee but the meeting would have to be posted three days ahead of time.
A motion was made by Councilor Fogarty seconded by Councilor Johnson to table the review of Chief Hummel until Friday Dec. 8th at 7pm in a closed session.

Open Discussion:

1. Mr. Scott Noga addressed the Council and inquired about the City’s residency requirement for police officers and stated that the PD Chief isn’t complying with the policy.  Mayor Bebo informed Mr. Noga that that discussion would be had during the Chief’s performance review. 

2. Clerk Venier informed the Council that permission was being requested to purchase two tires for the Fiatalis front-end loader, as one of the tires could not be repaired.  Venier said the cost for the tires is $2,000 each and he reported that they received quotes from Sam’s Tire & Branden Tire and being that it was a State bid the quotes were the same.
A motion was made by Councilor Wawrzyniak seconded by Councilor Johnson to approve the purchase of two tires from Sam’s Tire.

3. The Christmas Lighting contest was discussed and it will be the same as years before and the judging will be on Friday Dec. 15th.  Mayor Bebo said he will ask if the Red Hat Society would do the judging.  The Council requested that the Clerk publish a notice of a quorum at the Silver Lake Winter Festival on Sat. the 16th.
